THE EIGHTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

First Reading: Exodus 16:2-4, 12-15 
The Israelites complain that Moses led them to the desert and there is no 
food for them there.  Then the Lord told Moses he would rain down bread 
from heaven so the people might know that “I, the Lord, am your God.” God 
did as he had promised and in the morning the people found the bread that 
he had given them. 
 
Second Reading: Ephesians 4:17, 20-24 
Paul tells the Ephesians that they must give up their old way of life and live in 
accordance with the truth that Christ has brought them. He reminds them to 
acquire a spiritual way of thinking, and to remember that they are made in 
God’s image and act accordingly. 
 
Gospel: John 6:24-35 
The people Jesus had fed on five loaves of bread follow him, and Jesus tells 
them they should not be looking for perishable food, but for spiritual food. 
The people want a sign that they should believe in him. He explains that he is 
the bread of life, and anyone who believes will not experience hunger or 
thirst. The people did not fully understand that he was speaking in the 
spiritual sense, and not of actual food.

HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly 
 

Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

August 1, 2021 

 

“I declare and testify in the Lord, that you must no longer live as the 

gentiles do, in the futility of their minds. That is not how you learned 

Christ, assuming you have heard of him and were taught in him, as 

truth is in Jesus, that you should put away the old self of your former 

way of life, corrupted through deceitful desires, and be renewed in the 

spirit of your minds, as you put on the new self, created in God’s way in 

righteousness and holiness of truth.” 

 

A rather long sentence in Paul’s letter to the Ephesians, but also to us today. 

How often he uses expressions like ‘I urge you’ or ‘challenge you’ to correct 

error or direct attention to Jesus, the Way, the Truth and the Life. 

 

To be a true disciple, we must listen and learn from the words of this letter. 

We have heard and been taught of Christ, but for many it does not make a 

real difference in their lives. Discipleship and Catholic is only a label. My 

personal relationship with Christ is so much more. As the letter unfolds ask 

whether hearing of Christ, and learning His teaching, makes us different. It 

should. Consider what steps you might take to continue to hear Him speak 

and grow in your love of Him.

In your wisdom,           
you have created          

the church, described 
as Christ’s body.           
May we work 

together as members 
of one body,                

using the gifts and

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED - Osterhout Library Book Sale

South Franklin Street. The sale was cancelled in 2020, and the 2021 will be at a reduced scale 
within the library in the Reading Room. Over the course of its history, the Friends have raised more 
than $525,000 to benefit the library, usually providing wish list items that cannot be offered from the 
standard operating budget.

Notice Regarding Reporting Sexual Abuse of a Minor   

 

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a minor to law                       
enforcement.  If you are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon, religious or lay employee or 
volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the matter to law                             
enforcement.  If any priest, deacon, religious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has cause 
or reason to suspect that a minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse, the 
matter will be reported to law enforcement.  

It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state regulations.  In accordance with the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Protective Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also be 
made immediately by phone to the 24 hour Child Abuse hotline (Childline) at 1-800-932-0313 or 
electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis.  To this end, the Diocese is equally committed to adhering 
to the norms of the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection 
of Children and Young People, which includes supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional 
and spiritual well being.  As such, information regarding an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also 
be reported to the Victim Assistance Coordinator, Mary B Pacuska at 570-862-7551
