THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST

First Reading: Exodus 24:3-8

Moses explained to the people the commandments he had received from
God. Upon hearing them, the entire community immediately agreed they
would do as God had told them. Moses then sacrificed young bulls and
sprinkled the people with their blood, calling it the blood of the covenant
they had made.

Second Reading: Hebrews 9:11-15

Jesus did not offer God the blood of sacrifices, but instead he offered up
his own blood to cleanse all people of the transgressions they had
committed under the first covenant with God. Christ instead brought a
new covenant, which, if kept, would lead to eternal life.

Gospel: Mark 14:12-16, 22-26

Jesus sent two of his disciples to prepare the Passover supper. During
the meal he blessed bread and offered it to them saying, “This is my
body.” He then offered them wine and called it his blood, “the blood of the
covenant, to be poured out on behalf of many.”

MINISTRY OF THE MONTH - MAY

Over the last few months, the Church has been focused
on salvation through Jesus and His teachings.

Beginning on Ash Wednesday, we have celebrated the
Last Supper, the suffering and death of Jesus on Good
Friday, and His Resurrection on Easter. May is an
extremely important month this year, as we praise Jesus
when He ascends to the Father on Ascension Thursday.
Pentecost also occurs in May, 50 days after Easter, with
the Holy Spirit descending upon the apostles. The
apostles then went out to preach the Word of Jesus to
the world. It is amazing when you think what Jesus
started- a faith that began with a handful of followers that
now numbers almost 1.4 billion people! It is now our
responsibility to continue the works of the disciples and
to see more growth in the Church. Even though many of
us have responsibilities, such as work, home, or school,
we could all still be role models as the disciples were.
Living your life through God, having patience, or taking
time out in prayer can make you a role model for others.
Being a spiritual liturgical minister is another way to be
Christ-like. Caring for the sick, not with a sigh, but with a
smile, is living your life as Christ wants you to. Most
important, be a devout and proud Catholic, never
hesitating to tell others about your faith. For the month of
May, make a commitment to more prayer and kindness,
and it will be contagious.

This cannot be said too many times — a Parish needs a
vibrant community to survive. So take the opportunity in
reflective silence and seriously consider being an active
Lay Ministry participant. This will lead you to a life of
deeper and strengthening faith.
